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v Step 1: Read the NHSC Scholarship

Step 2: Check your Eligibility. To be eligible,
you must be:

e A U.S. citizen or U.S. national

e Accepted or enrolled, full time, in an eligible
degree program at an accredited U.S.
school in one of the following primary care
disciplines:

— Medicine (MD or DO).

— Dentistry (DDS or DMD).

— Nurse practitioner (NP).

— Certified nurse midwife (CNM).

— Physician assistant (PA).

Step 3: Understand the Service Commitment.
NHSC Scholarship program participants agree to
provide a one-year service commitment in an
underserved community for each year of scholarship
support received. There is a two-year minimum
service commitment and participants can receive a
maximum of four years of support.

Step 4: Access the BHW Customer Service
Portal to create an account. If you have
previously applied to the program and are using
the same email address you must create a new

password to log in.

— ID page of a U.S. passport.
— Certificate of Citizenship or Naturalization.
e *Authorization to Release Information
e *Acceptance Report/Verification of Good Standing
e One essay (500 words or less)
e Transcript
e Current tuition and fees schedule

* These two documents should be on the NHSC
Scholarship Program form.

‘/Step 8: Provide Additional Supporting Documentation
(if applicable)

e Verification of Disadvantaged Background
e Statement Regarding Existing Service Obligation
